CONTRACT ON FINANCING “STRENGTHENING CAPACITIES OF JUDICIARY IN MONTENEGRO TO FIGHT
CORRUPTION AND ORGANIZED CRIME” PROJECT SIGNED

Montenegro has all prerequisites for development of efficient
judiciary

A unique database created for the use of police, prosecution and courts, with data on persons
and cases from the area of corruption and organized crime — says Justice Minister Miras Radovic¢

Podgorica, August 14 - Montenegro has all prerequisites for development of efficient judiciary, which is
why it deserves international support in a battle connected to all forms of crime - Montenegrin Minister
of Justice Miras Radovi¢ stated today upon signing of the Contact on financing continuation of the
project “Strengthening Capacities of Judiciary in Montenegro to Fight Corruption and Organized Crime”
between UNDP and the Government of the Kingdom of Norway. Radovié pointed out this is a very
important project aimed at supporting the Judicial Training Center (JTC), in order to enable it to deliver
the program of in-depth study in the area of integrity and anti-corruption measures for prosecutors and
judges.

- It consists of three components based on which Ministry of Justice will be supported through training
programmes and development in the IT system. A unique data base has been created for the use of
police, judiciary and courts, containing data on persons and cases from the area of corruption and
organized crime, property of the National Commission for implementation of the project for fighting
corruption and organized crime — as Montenegrin Minister of Justice reported.

Norwegian Ambassador Haakon Blankenborg stated Norway and Montenegro are small countries that
need to do a lot more in the field of fighting corruption and crime than bigger countries do, in order to
gain trust of the international community.

- This is why we see this project as a part of European cooperation and, although not at all costs, part of
the process of accession to European Union, because Montenegro has to do this on its own - Norwegian
Ambassador pointed out.

Deputy Resident Representative to Montenegro Francisco Rocket underlines the programme should also
result in easier access to the judicial system, especially for the poor.

- Cooperation of donors in the reform of judiciary is an important factor, especially in changing of the
criminal code and its implementation. Another significant part is monitoring and resolving matters that
European Commission finds priority in the area of judicial reforms — Rocket underlined.

“Strengthening Capacities of Judiciary in Montenegro to Fight Corruption and Organized Crime”, as part
of the Anticorruption Training Programme, is a mutual programme between the Montenegrin Ministry



of Justice, UNDP and the Government of the Kingdom of Norway, launched in the beginning of 2008.
Among other things, project supports the making of new Code of Criminal Procedure and the Criminal
Code, education of judges and prosecutors in the area of organized crime and corruption, creating of a
database for the use of judiciary, as well as procurement of equipment for specialized anticorruption
wards in courts and prosecution. Project continues through support to the Ministry of Justice in its
legislative efforts and developing training programmes for the Judicial Training Center — UNDP reported.
Project financed by the Government of Norway and UNDP also includes analysis of the previous
activities in the anti-corruption area in the judiciary of Montenegro, gaps analysis of the anti-corruption
training needs for judges and prosecutors, as well as recommendations for improvement and upgrading,
and a concrete training curriculum.

Organized crime is an international challenge

Blankenborg believes fighting corruption and organized crime must be focus in all countries, because
this type of crime isn’t national reasonability but an international challenge.

- Organized crime is always a bit ahead of international political cooperation. For Norwegian
Government, this focus is part of mutual efforts to make Europe a place free of organized crime and
corruption — Norwegian Ambassador emphasized.
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
