Speaking about the Western Balkans Environmental Programme, Minister of Spatial Planning and
Environment Branimir Gvozdenovic¢ stated Montenegro will need a couple of million Euros for
realization of projects in the area of environment protection.

Representative of UNDP to Montenegro Alexander Avanesov emphasized his content because results
are already visible, like for example, the landfill in Mojkovac and removing of toxic waste from Baiza
location in Albania.

- Regional environmental programme for Western Balkans enforced thanks to financial help from
Netherlands, Czech Republic and UNDP is aimed at implementing all projects that include
remediation of eight ecologic ‘hot spots’ with existing or potential cross-border influence — Minister
Gvozdenovi¢ explained.

Branimir Gvozdenovi¢: After this project, all our activities are pointed in development direction; we
organized programmes related to development of primarily sustainable tourism, organic agriculture
and other activities such as sports. | hope good regional cooperation and this generous sponsor help
will mean having a lot of good things to show, especially the way we managed to transform the
problem of pollution into development solutions that will work to our advantage.

He also added financial resources should be spent wisely and gradually, because some projects are
planned and created to generate certain incomes.

Representative of UNDP to Montenegro Alexander Avanesov pointed out the goal of implementing
these projects in our country is also enhancing the quality of life in local communities, with
remediation of priority hot spots as the first step in the region and Montenegro alike.

Alexander Avanesov: Development results don’t depend entirely of the Government or business
units, but also of efforts that must be made by all citizens. | believe every environmental problem
should have an educational element in it, so that every citizen realizes he or she too is responsible for
the environment.

For all countries aspiring to join the European Union, there’s a framework provided by the new
Lisbon strategy where matters of environment protection and economic sustainability are closely
connected.

Moises Venancio: Environment is a challenge when it comes to European judiciary in this field,
especially in the sense of expenses. As | already explained, it is evaluated that Croatia alone will have
to invest about EUR 10 billion to effectively implement projects selected from European judiciary,
related to environment protection, of course.

These acidities are targeted at raising awareness in Montenegro and all regional countries alike, and
global cooperation in this area will be discusses on the next expert meeting in Copenhagen.

UNDP Office prepared a programme for remediation of high priority ecological hot spots in
Montenegro whose realization will be financed by the Government of the Netherlands. The goal of
the project worth EUR 15 million is improving the quality of life and environment on 8 endangered
locations.

These locations were selected based on priorities defined by the Government and the UNDP regional
office. EUR 1.8 million will be focused on reconstruction of the former landfill in Mojkovac.

Branimir Gvozdenovi¢: From a town notorious for its ecological problem and the landfill that
threatened to jeopardize river Tara, a precious natural heritage protected by UNESCO, Mojkovac is
now slowly but surely becoming a source of quality business initiatives in the areas of sustainable
tourism and sports including kayaking, organic agriculture and many other things.

Success in improving the health of environment will not only provide better conditions for local
citizens but also attract new investments and serve as an example for other communities in the
region of how to control and prevent pollution.

Alexander Avanesov: Western Balkans Environmental Programme will allow making progress in the
quality of environment and also enhancing the quality of life of residents in eight degraded locations.

Alexander Avanesov, UN Resident Coordinator and UNDP Resident Representative in Montenegro:

Only a year
ago, we had a lake that was polluted with all kinds of substances, but this is past now. We can now
use this surface to build objects of any purpose.

In the time of great industrial challenges, environment can be very hard to preserve.

Branimir Gvozdenovi¢, Minister of Spatial Planning and Environment: Luckily, our region is an area
of vast biologic diversities, preserved environment and natural resources. Toxic waste, uncontrollable
dumping of waste into rivers, emission of gasses into the atmosphere — all of this affects the quality
of our life, the lives of our fellow citizens and represents a long-term limiting factor of our
development.

Moises Venancio, Senior Programme Manager and Team Leader Western Balkans Regional Bureau
for Europe and the CIS in New York: The old tale that environment has no limits is absolutely true -
especially today, in the time of climate changes.
