4th Stop AIDS Caravan finished 
Beat the prejudices 
 
 
On the last two days of June Montenegro hosted the 4th Stop AIDS Caravan, as a part of the 
“Beat the prejudices. Think of the others. Stop to stigma!” project, implemented by the 
Creative Centre MonteVita, with the support of the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and 
Malaria (GFATM) and the UNDP Office in Montenegro. The latest in a series of workshops 
was held in Bijelo Polje, and it was attended by nurses and medical technicians from the 
north of Montenegro, as well as several physicians. 
 
-The Caravan was aimed at animating and mobilizing the society in response to HIV-AIDS 
issue. Volunteers of MonteVita visited Kolasin, Mojkovac, Zabljak, Niksic, Danilovgrad, 
Podgorica, Rozaje, Berane, Becici, Budva and Bijelo Polje and shared information 
and educational material, posters, stickers, condoms to the people, as well as answered their 
HIV-AIDS related questions.  MonteVita’s goal is to make the citizens of Montenegro accept the 
fact that one can live with HIV, to express support for people living with HIV-AIDS, to reduce 
stigma and discrimination against people living with HIV-AIDS - Doctor Elvir Zvrko, Director of 
Monta Vita said. 
 
He added that during the visits to the Montenegrin towns and within the workshops 
that were very well attended, voluntary counseling and HIV testing was promoted. 
 
- These events are the best way to involve the wider community in addressing these problems 
and accepting their responsibility at the local level. The workshops have shown that all spheres 
of the society are interested in this area, and therefore we will continue with our activities - 
Zvrko said. 
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
