Web Site design for the Programme “Establishing adn pursuing a high quality of tuberculosis control programme in Montenegro”
I   Background Information:
Project “Establishing and pursuing a high quality of tuberculosis control program in Montenegro”

In line with the sixth UN Millenium Development Goal – combat HIV/AIDS, malaria and other diseases, the Country Coordinating Mechanism developed a five-year programmeme «Establishing and pursuing a high quality of tuberculosis control programme in Montenegro», financed by the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria (GFATM). UNDP Montenegro has been designated as primary recipent of funds and is responsible for the programme implementation. The overall goal of the project is establishing and pursuing a high quality and effective TB control program, which will result in significant reduction of morbidity, mortality and transmission of the TB infection.
Program activities are implemented within following objectives:

· “To improve TB surveillance System” aimed to build and maintain a new TB surveillance system based on electronic system for individual data collection. Establishing of surveillance system and its integration in the national general system of surveillance will allow valid data collection while the reporting of all relevant parties will help the developing of annual plans of activities and funding.
· “To strengthen TB diagnosis and treatment” and prevention of TB in these relevant service delivery areas. This objective also aims to build human and system capacity for all players involved in national TB control program and general health system as well. A result of many activities is expected to be establishment of a base of knowledgeable and skilled professionals at different levels and specialties, including policy decision makers. 
· “Community Advocacy and Mobilization” aims towards increasing public awareness of TB disease, people living with the disease, particularly stigma reduction and youth involvement. 

II  Scope of Work:

A far reaching objective of the website is to present the values and the goals of the TB Control  Programme with impact and distinction: to transmit consistent and clear advocacy Programme message; to induce positive interaction among stakeholders, partners and citizens; and to offer adequate and timely information. The website should be designed to reflect a consistent, strong Programme-wide identity, while embracing the individual character and goals of each Programme segment.
The overall responsibility of the Website  Design Company/Individual  Web Designer is to create the following components of the web site:

· Home page 
· Home page should have link to “What’s New?” items  which will have the most recent developments from each field of TB control ,

· News section – should be included in each country/territory section. 

· Useful links,

· Contacts,

· Photo Gallery,

· Live cameras on the site
· Forums – for some countries/territories;
· E-mail reply option;

· Hit counter;

· Search engine;
· Any other element, if recognized as needed, during the period of creation/development of website.

· Site should be developed as CMS.

Language
The official language of the Programme web site will be English and Montenegrin.
