for potential partners in the implementation of the activities related to the registration and provision of personal documentation for Displaced Persons (DPs) and Internally Displaced persons (IDPs) in Montenegro. 

The UN reform ‘’Delivering as One’’ in Montenegro is articulated through the Integrated UN Programe 2010 - 2016. The document is a six year collective plan of actions and programmes aimed at increasing coherence and efficiency of UN System in Montenegro and its developmental impact in order to improve addressing of national key development priorities, such as the EU accession process. The goal of the Integrated UN Programme for Montenegro is to enhance development results and impact by bringing together the comparative advantages of the UN system within a single strategic framework. The Integrated UN Programme prioritizes the application of socially inclusive strategies throughout programme implementation.
UNDP in Montenegro is committed to support the Government of Montenegro efforts in reducing vulnerable groups’ social exclusion through improved social security and health system, and active labor mechanisms and economic opportunities. 

One of the most vulnerable groups of Montenegrin society are Displaced Persons (DPs) from Croatia and BIH and internally displaced persons (IDPs) from Kosovo. According to the National  Bureau  for Care for Refugees (BRC) the total number of  DPs and IDPs are estimated at some 16,500 ( 5,500 DP and 11,000 IDPs).
Particularly difficult is the situation with displaced (IDPs) Roma, Ashkali, and Egyptians (RAE) population (estimated at some 3,500) characterized with high illiteracy rate, poverty and unemployment rate.

According to the NHDR 2009 displaced persons from B&H, Croatia and Kosovo are three times poorer than Montenegrin citizens and poorer than any another vulnerable group with exception of the domicile RAE population. Further, RAE IDPs from Kosovo are identified as the most vulnerable in Montenegrin society; among which RAE women face multifaceted exclusion and deprivation with 74% illiteracy rates. 

One of the factors which contribute to the high poverty levels and social exclusion, particularly in case of RAE DPs is lack of proper ID documents which prevents this population in resolving the legal status in Montenegro. Resolution of legal status is a precondition for the DPs/IDPs in accessing basic social security services and employment opportunities. Based on a UNHCR/UNICEF survey from 2008, out of some 4,000 RAE interviewed in Podgorica, 40% (1626) are not registered and they do not possess birth certificates and/or citizenship documentation. 75% of those without documentation are children. Thus, it could be said that the legal statutes for DPs/IDPs should be the first step which need to be resolved in order to enable access to basic human rights for this population.

UNDP, in cooperation with UNHCR and other UN agencies plans to support throughout the 2011 a number of activities concerning the registration of IDPs/DPs in Montenegro. 
In this light, we are seeking for potential partners to implement activities related to the registration and provision of personal documentation for Displaced persons currently residing in Montenegro with particular focus on those residing in Konik area (suburb of Podgorica). Local NGOs and civil society organizations registered in Montenegro are eligible to apply.
The organization should complete the attached application form including: 

· Brief description of the organization , along with the team members 

· Brief description of the implemented projects/activities related to this field of work, along with the achieved (measurable) results

Requirements:
· Registered and working in Montenegro (international NGOs and other international organizations are not eligible to apply) 

· Minimum of 3 years of relevant experience in the requested  field of work 

· Capacities to ensure the implementation of the submitted programme;

· Experience in working with UN  organizations is desirable, but not required 
· Applications will be taken into consideration if submitted with an official stamp and an authorized person’s signature.
