TEXTUAL JUSTIFICATION COMPLEMENTING THE MAIN DESIGN OF  RECONSTRUCTING THE CETINJE’S URBAN CENTER- KING NICOLAS’ SQUARE 
                   This particular part of the urban settlement, with number of nice and interesting structures, although static, appears exciting. With logical treatment of the plateau, surrounded with historic buildings, one can perceive a comprehensive picture of an active urban area. Implementation of stone- tile quadrants enables easer and more comfortable walking, and the direction of ground-floor-treatment elements follows the logic of plateau’s boundaries. As the element of space realization we selected stone-tile quadrant with symmetrically treated edges, and its layout follows the logic of pedestrian motions.  

In materialized sense, different treatments provide greater contribution to an overall totality of space perception. Current asphalt base should be replaced with symmetrically treated quadrants 20x40x16 cm in size. Sidewalks should be treated with penetration of white gravel painted in white, thus neutralizing the dark color of the space, while regulation of storm waters discharge is done by implementation of shallow segmented channels. Current sidewalk area shall be treated rustically by cobblestone with alternating perforations, which are foreseen for substitution of old trees and the entire generation of trees that are dying out. Treated in this way the square shall offer possibility to use the sidewalk area as a sitting area in front of cafés.
