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MR. ALEXANDER AVANESOV, UN COUNTRY TEAM IN MONTENEGRO REMINDED OF COMMITMENTS FROM
INTERNATIONAL DOCUMENTS

Mr. Alexander Avanesov, UN Resident Coordinator in Montenegro bespoke yesterday that the main task of
Montenegro is to ensure effective implementation of the commitments in accordance with international
agreements and conventions, which pledged Montenegro to protect and improve human rights. He said at
the Conference on the occasion of the 60th anniversary of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights that
only such approach will ensure further progress in areas such as: reform of judiciary, reduction of poverty,
and granting a legal status and opportunities of local integration for refugees.

-The task of Montenegro is social inclusion of Roma population, protection of children rights and enhanced
education offered in rural areas, gender equality, the rights of persons with disabilities. The rights-based
approach is a way of empowering people to advance their own claims, emphasize individual
empowerment, and provide people with the knowledge and capacities to play a real part in decisions that
affect their own lives- said Mr. Avanesov at the Conference on Human Rights in Montenegro in Celebration
of the 60th Anniversary of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights.

Mr. Sefko Crnovrdanin, Ombudsman of the Republic of Montenegro stresses that poorly equipped or
corrupted institutions are primary obstacle in human rights protection.

-Where the courts are overburden and inefficient, basic human rights will be violated. If the social
ministries have poor recourses or insufficient number of qualified personnel, then basic human rights for
adequate health care protection, education and residence won't be fulfilled. If we don't protect democracy,
democracy won't protect us. Hence, activities on improving human rights protection can’t be ceased even
when the society concludes that the achieved results are ideal- explains Mr. Crnovrsanin.
